Frames: 

· You will need an 6” deep edged embroidery hoop. BOTH rings of the hoop must be pre-bound with cotton tape. A larger hoop will not be suitable.  If you have 2 hoops, you may like to bring these along ad both will be useful, the 2nd hoop could be an 8” diameter, but you must have a 6”. (6” bound hoop £13.50, 8” bound hoop £15.50)
· You will also need some form of stand to support your hoop/s, allowing both hands to be free for working. (table clamp £12, seat stand £14.50, hand turned floor stand, unscrews into 4 equal length parts for ease of travelling £125)
Other equipment: 

· Fine, sharp embroidery scissors. Curved tip scissors are very useful. (£14.50)
· A second pair of fine tipped scissors for cutting metal threads. Curved tip scissors are again very useful. Those scissors currently being sold as ‘goldwork scissors’ are not ideal!!!! Wire cutters are not suitable for this. (£14.50)
· A stiletto/awl, or a similar fine, sharp tipped tool. (hand-made stiletto, made by my Father £24.00, also Tulip super fine beading awls £6.50)
· A mellor, or similar laying tool, eg. A plastic knitting needle tip, or very large tapestry needle will suffice (hand-made mellor, made by my Father £22, These can be engraved with a quote or initials for £8)
· Tweezers (curved tip tweezers £5.75)
· A piece of beeswax

· A small ‘velvet board’. This can be a lid/tray such as a jam jar lid lined with velvet, for use in cutting metal threads. (Jenny has lovely turned wooden versions of these trays (with magnetic attachment) which can be ordered if required (£15.00 for small and 20.00 for large). Please choose from: velvet lining in Deep Red, Raspberry, or Duck Egg Blue, or Pale Olive Green 

· A screwdriver for tightening your ring frame. 

· Fine, small pins  (‘Little House’ tiny, super fine pins short £6.50, Little House super fine pins long £6.50) 

· A small brush suitable for glue.
